A prime place for learning

We're proud of our history, but just as our identity has developed
over the years, so must our physical environment. This is why we've
invested £1.2 million since 2019 to enhance the school buildings
and external environment, creating first-class learning

facilities for our students.

This investment has enabled us to transform our historic school
buildings, creating a student pastoral base and purpose built main
entrance with offices and meeting rooms as well as installing brand
new student toilet facilities. During the summer of 2020, we opened
our brand new student playground, providing recreational space with
football and netball pitches and seating areas. We are due to install
brand new windows, doors, flooring and lighting in North Block

by spring 2021.
